ABSTRAK

Studi ini dimaksudkan guna mengidentifikasi seberupa besar penguruh struktur
modal, uwkuran perusahaan, dan modal kerja terhadap  profitabilitas  pada
perusghaan perbankan vang terdaftar di Bursa Efek Indonesia (BEID) periode
2021-2023. Profitubilitas  divkur menggunakan Return on Assets (ROA),
sebaliknya struktur modal diukur memakai Debt w0 Equity Ratio (DER), ukurun
perusahaan berdasarkan (LN) 1o1al aset, dan modal kerja melalui (WCTO) rasio
perputaran modal kerja. Pendekatan yang digunakan dalam penelitian ini adalah
kuantitatif deskniptif, dengan data yang didapatkan dan laporan kevangan tuhunan
46 perusahaan perbankan yang dipilih melalui teknik purposive sampling.
Analisis data dilaksanakan memakai regresi linier berganda yang diolah dengan
bantuan software SPSS. Temuan studi memperhbatkan jika strukiur modal
memiliki pengaruh negatif signifikan terhadap profitabilitas, yang berarti semakin
nnggl penggunaszn utang, semakin rendah tingkat laba perusahaan. Ukuran
perusahaan  berpengaruh  posinf  secarn sigmifikan terhadap profitabilitas,
menandakan bahwa perusahasn yang lebith besar cenderung memliki kinerja
kemangan yang lebih baik. Sementara dtu, wodal kerja juga menunjukkan
pengaruh positif signifikan terhadap profitabilitas, namun efisiensinya belum
sepenuhnya mampu memnagkatkan laba secara optimal. Dari temuan ini, dapat
disimpulkan  bahwa  perusahaan  perbankan  perlu memperhatikan  strateg
pendanaan serta skala usahanya secara cermal agar mampu meningkatkan
profitabilitas secara berkelan juian.
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ABSTRACT

This study aims to identify the extent to which capital structure, firm size, and
working capital affect profitability in banking companies listed on the Indonesia
Stock Exchange (IDX) for the period 2021-2023. Profiiability is measured using
Return on Assets (ROA), while capital structure is assessed using the Debt to
Eguity Ratio (DER], firm size is based on the natural logarithm {(LN) of total
assets, and working capital i represenied by the Working Capital Turnover
{(WCTO) ratio. The research adopis a descriptive gquantitative approach, with data
obtained from the annual financial statements of 46 banking companies selected
through purposive sampling. The data were analvzed using multiple linear
regression processed with SPSS software. The findings of the study show that
capital structure has a significant negative effect on profirability, indicating that
higher debt usage leads 1o lower company profits, Firm size has a significant
positive effect on praofitability, suggesting thar larger companies tend to exhibis
better fimancial performance. Meanwhile, working capital also shows a
significant positive effect on profitability, altheugh its efficiency has not yet fully
optimized profit generations. Based on these findings. it can be concluded that
banking companies need do - carefully consider their funding strategies and
business scale to sustainably enhance profitabilin.
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
